Membership Dues:
After careful scrutiny, the board of governors and myself thought it necessary to enact a slight increase in your pool dues (reflected on your invoice you will see 10$ for capital and 5$ for the first adult). This increase is the first since 2009, and we certainly hope you will view this in the same light that the board does; that this modest increase will continue to help us stem rising costs as well as enable us to continue ongoing improvements to our summer home. We have always been able to count on your support in the past and we are confident that going forward we will continue to have it. You, the members, are the sole reason that we are still strong and successful after 50 years and you have our heartfelt thanks. 
For those new members who joined in 2011, you will be required to purchase a Bond. The Bond value is $275 and can be paid over 5 installment years. Please contact a member of our Membership Team for questions on your 2012 dues.
